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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  
 

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope 
and limitations of ASTM E1527-13 at the Subject Property, the Wautec Community (APN 533-
074-024) located at the end of the road, State Route 169, near Weitchpec, California.  This 
assessment has revealed the following conditions in connection with the Subject Property: 

• Current use of the Subject Property as rural residential property. 
• Secondary use of remote areas of the Subject Property as forest lands. 
• Former illegal dumping and burning of household waste including possible hazardous 

materials and/ or petroleum and petroleum products. 
• Multiple abandoned trailers in various degrees of debilitation and potential structural 

collapse exist in various locations on the Subject Property. 

In our opinion, the above stated conditions of illegal dumping and abandoned trailers may 
contribute to environmental degradation but although widespread, contaminant releases would 
be minor, de minimis conditions and would not be considered a Recognized Environmental 
Condition (REC).   

The following report outlines the procedures used during this Site Assessment, the physical and 
the historical findings, and present uses of the property. 
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PHASE 1 ENVIRONMENTAL SITE ASSESSMENT  

FOR WAUTEC COMMUNITY PARCEL 

1.0 INTRODUCTION 

The Yurok Tribe Environmental Program (YTEP) has prepared this Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment (Phase I ESA) on the property where the Wautec Community is located, at the end 
of the road, State Route 169, near Weitchpec, California (hereafter referred to as the Site, or 
Subject Property).  It is located on approximately 72.33 acres, near 123.8723730 West by 
41.3502210 North, within the external boundaries of the Yurok Indian Reservation. This Phase I 
ESA was prepared for the exclusive use of the Yurok Tribe located in Klamath, California and 
the United States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA) Region 9 Brownfields Program. 

This Phase I conforms to the principals of ASTM E 1527-13 “Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process” (ASTM, 
2013) and is organized as recommended in ASTM E1527-13. 

1.1 Purpose 
The Purpose of this Phase I ESA is to identify Recognized Environmental Conditions 
(RECs) associated with the Subject Property. RECs are defined by ASTM as the presence 
or likely presence of any hazardous substance or petroleum products on a property under 
conditions that indicate an existing release or a material threat of release of any hazardous 
substances and petroleum products even under conditions in compliance with law. 
 
This report will include listings of historic RECs if applicable. Historical RECs are 
environmental conditions which, in the past would have been considered a REC, but which 
may or may not be considered RECs currently. 
 
RECs do not include de minims conditions that generally would not be subject to any 
enforcement action if brought to the attention of an appropriate agency. 
 

1.2 Detailed Scope of Work 
This Phase I ESA conforms to the principals of work described in ASTM E1527-13. 
 

1.3 Significant Assumptions 
It is assumed that the groundwater flow direction on the vicinity of the Subject Property follows 
the general south-southwest gradient, towards the Klamath River based on sloping 
topography in the vicinity of the Subject Property.  
 

1.4 Limitations and Exceptions 
“No environmental site assessment can wholly eliminate uncertainty regarding the potential 
for the recognized environmental conditions in connection with a property. Performance of 
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this practice is intended to reduce, but not eliminate, uncertainty regarding the potential for 
recognized environmental conditions in connection with the property” (ASTM, 2013). The 
information included in this report is based on professional opinions from our field 
reconnaissance and visual observations of the Subject Property and our review and 
interpretation of available historic information as described in this report. 
 

1.5 Special Terms and Conditions 
It is commonly known that the community of Wautec was called and mapped in the recent 
historic era (late 1800s to mid-1900), before the reorganization and US Congressional 
Recognition of the Yurok Tribe and the applicable Land Settlement Acts that defined the 
Yurok Reservation, as the community of Johnsons. This appears as a standard practice of 
that era to associate place names with the surname of the nearest Euro-American land 
owner. In this case, Johnson was a settler on the creek across the Klamath River to the west 
which became known as Johnsons Creek, and thereby the Yurok traditional village of 
Wautec became labeled on official US Government maps as the community of Johnsons.  
 

1.6 User Reliance 
This report was prepared for the sole and exclusive use of the Yurok Tribe located in 
Klamath, California and the US EPA Region 9 Brownfields Program. The scope of work 
performed in this investigation may not be appropriate to satisfy needs of others. Any use of 
this document and findings as at the sole risk of said user. 
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2.0 SITE DESCRIPTION 
 

2.1 Location and Legal Description 
The Subject Property, the community of Wautec is located in Humboldt County, east of the 
Klamath River and at the end of State Route 169, near Weitchpec, California. The parcel 
number is 533-074-024 and it is owned by the United States of America in Trust for the 
Yurok Tribe. It lies within the external boundaries of the Yurok Indian Reservation. The 
Property’s legal description follows: All that certain piece or parcel of land being Lot 8 in a 
portion of Section 7, Township 11 North, Range 3 East, situate and lying in the County of 
Humboldt, State of California. 
 

2.2 Site and Vicinity General Characteristics 
Wautec sits on a low bench of land above the river gorge at approximately 158 feet above 
sea level within Humboldt County’s FEMA floodplain with an average depth to the water 
table of only one to three feet.  It is surrounded by forested mountain ridges in all directions, 
the highest reaching 1287 feet in elevation to the North. Soils are predominantly gravelly 
with larger cobbled incursions within a clayey loam matrix.  
 

2.3 Current Use of the Property 
The Property is currently developed as a rural community of Assignments for Tribal 
Members’ residences along State Route 169 and the Klamath River including a public water 
system that draws water from Achelth Creek, a community hall, playground/basketball court, 
two churches and approximately 20 houses. The surrounding area is undeveloped forested 
land. 
 

2.4 Description of Structures, Roads, Other Site Improvements 
The Property has been utilized as a timber mill site for the staging and processing of logs 
and is crisscrossed with multiple logging roads in various condition from maintained hard 
pack to those that have been decommissioned and are utilized by the local community as 
trails. The main mill site can be reached by traveling up Camp Road to the first fork on the 
right at approximately longitude -123.845775 by latitude of 41.334803, then traveling 
approximately ¼ to ½ mile downslope to a three-way Y; then traveling along the upper right, 
lightly traveled but generally unmaintained road approximately ¼ mile to the site of the main 
yard of the historic mill site. Although overgrown, there are several concrete foundations, a 
low-lying area that appears to be a mill-pond site, and a large, standing conical burner at 
longitude 123.845885 West by latitude 41.336546 North.

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2.5 Current Use of Adjoining Properties 

The adjoining properties that border the Subject Property to the west are Tribal Trust lands 
utilized as forested, lightly developed residential areas assigned for Tribal Members 
residences. The property to the north, APN 534-091-009, of the Subject Property is owned 
and is the current residence of Tribal Member Lena Rose Sylvia except for the immediate 
area surrounding the residence, undeveloped forested land. The property to the east, APN 
534-092-003 and the majority of property to the south, APN 534-096-015 are owned by the 
Yurok Tribe and are currently part of their Forest Reserve, Carbon Project. The property to 
the south-west corner of the Subject Property is owned by Beresford Hotel Corporation but 
was never developed and remains rural, forest land. The Properties beyond the contiguous 
boundaries are predominantly forested with scattered rural residential areas. 
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3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
 

3.1 Title Records 
There are no property transactions with the Yurok Tribe currently in process with the Subject 
Property. Therefore a title report has not been ordered. 
 

3.2 Environmental Liens or Activity Use Limitations 
A search for Environmental Liens was ordered and there are no Environmental Liens or 
Activity and Use Limitations on file for the Subject Properties. Documentation for this is 
found in Appendix A. 
 

3.3 Specialized Knowledge 
No specialized knowledge was acquired regarding the Subject Property. 
 

3.4 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information 
It is commonly known that repeated, flood events occur in the Klamath River area including 
December 1964, which removed homes and the Pecwan Bridge along State Route 169 
however the flood waters did not appear to reach or impact the homes within the Subject 
Property itself. 
 

3.5 Valuation Reduction for Environmental issues 
The intent of this document is to evaluate the potential impacts of REC’s on Tribal Lands 
within the Yurok Indian Reservation. Any reduction in value of the property is unknown and 
therefore not relevant to this report. 
 

3.6 Owner and Property Manager 
The Yurok Tribe is the owner and manager of Subject Property. It is primarily managed to 
provide residences for Tribal Members and the more remote regions, for forest production.  
  

3.7 Reason for Performing Phase I ESA 
YTEP, user of this report, indicated that the reason for performing a Phase 1 ESA is to 
ensure that contamination does not threaten public health and the environment during and 
after redevelopment of the Subject Property. The Yurok Tribe has selected this property to 
be evaluated under the US EPA Section 128(a) Tribal Response Program.  
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4.0 RECORDS REVIEW 
 

4.1 Standard Environmental Record Sources 
YTEP has contracted with Environmental Data Resources (EDR), a company that 
specializes in the acquisition and compilation of local, state, and federal environmental 
records, to acquire the required records. EDR searched the Subject Property and 
surrounding area for standard environmental records as required by ASTM E1527-13.  A 
complete listing of the databases searched and the radius searched are included in the EDR 
Radius Map Report provided in Appendix C. Three environmental cases of potential 
contaminant releases are listed within the vicinity of the Subject Property, one is of unknown 
nature, one was of diesel fuel that was cleaned-up, and the third was too distant to be of 
concern.  
 
1) The California Regional Water Quality Control Board has listed a Spills, Leaks, 

Investigations and Cleanup Cases (SLIC) within a 5 mile radius of the Property but no 
information was available despite searches of the Regional Water Board web portal. 

 
2) The California State Water Resources Control Board Leaking Underground Storage 

Tank Information System reports that there have been two cases of Leaking 
Underground Storage Tank (LUST) in the vicinity of the Community. One associated 
with the Jack Norton Elementary School, approximately 1/8 mile east of Wautec, 
involved the discharge of diesel fuel that was discovered by an unknown individual and 
the leak stopped on the same day as it was discovered on August 24, 1992. Two site 
assessments were performed. One at the time of the opening of the case in 1992 and a 
following one on February 19, 2003. The LUST was closed and clean-up completed with 
the issuance of a No Further Action Letter on October 19, 2003 by the Humboldt County 
Local Oversight Program (LOP). The action was assigned CASE #: 12413 by Bob 
Stone. 

 
3) A LUST incident was located in Willow Creek, CA at the Trinity Valley Elementary 

School on Highway 96 and closed in 2004. The location of this leak is too distant to have 
had any significant impacted on Wautec. 

 
4.2 Additional Environmental Record Sources 

YTEP’s public records of illegal dumpsites and known environmental contaminants were 
searched and the only community concerns identified were to areas of household debris, 2 
abandoned cars, and former residence that had burned in 2009-2010. No additional 
information pertaining to the Subject Property or adjoining parcels were found.

4.3 Physical Setting 
The Subject Property is located along a flat area approximately 1,134 ft. above sea level 
with the Klamath River flowing at 190 feet elevation to the south, southwest of the Property. 
There is a decline in elevation to the north-northeast where a branch of the Pecwan Creek 
has cut the mountainous area that continues to rise beyond the creek to an elevation of 
1,942 feet above sea level.  
 
The topography in the area around the Subject Property generally slopes steeply to the 
west- southwest.  It is predominantly forested with numerous small streams that flow into 
one of two primary creeks, either Pecwan to the north or Kulthkarn to the south.  
 

4.4 Historical Use Information on the Property 
Information in this section of the report is based on acquisition and review of various 
historical sources, including historic aerial photographs, historic topographic maps, and 
interviews with local officials. City directory data and Sanborn Fire insurance maps were not 
available with coverage for the Subject Property. 
 
4.4.1 EDR Historic Aerial Photographs 
The following photographs were located by EDR and included in their Aerial Photo Decade 
Package available in Appendix H. 

 
• 1954- This photograph was taken from a high altitude and it is hard to discern 

details of structures. However, it shows the general forested nature of the area and 
documents the large extent of open prairie lands and the many logging roads in the 
vicinity. There is a cleared polygon slightly right of center of the photograph that 
roughly corresponds to the current location of Jack Norton School. There is no 
structure evident and may be presumed that the school is not yet built but process 
begun.  
 

• 1974- This photograph is extremely out of focus, granular, and taken at an oblique 
that generated deep shadows that makes it of little use. The Klamath River and 
Johnsons Creek and river bar are all that is recognizable. It is of note that the 
extended river bar associated with Wautec along the north riverbank in this section 
of the river is not visible, but the tributary associated with Johnsons Creek is fairly 
extensive. 
 

• 1976- Details of the Wautec Community are clearly visible in this picture which 
shows many structures, the roads through the community, Jack Norton Elementary 
School, and the many logging roads of the area. Of note, are the shifting river bars 
with an alternate build-up from the 1974 photograph. 
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• 1988- This photograph is out of focus and few to no details are visible. 
 

• 1993- This photograph is out of focus and extremely blurry. Little can be 
distinguished except for the changing river channels and gravel bars. 
 

• 1993- This photograph is slightly out of focus, however details of the community 
are visible with multiple structures and roads. It appears basically unchanged from 
the 1976 photograph except for numerous roads/trails from the community, off 
State Route 169 are visible leading onto the river bar.  
 

• 2005- This is the first color photograph available of Wautec and is in sharp focus; 
Jack Norton School, houses, smaller outbuildings, and possible vehicles can be 
seen. The ‘larger’ white structure at the center of the photograph, sited slightly 
above the main grouping of Wautec’s homes is recognizable as the Wautec 
Community Center. Other development appears in the form of a playground, 
basketball court to the right of the community and off 169 toward the river. Also, 
clearly visible is increased development across the river with multiple cleared 
lawns/fields, homes, and the planting of some sort of row crop or orchard. Of note 
is overall increased growth of the forested areas and infill of the prairie areas and 
closed canopy around the homes. 
 

• 2009- This is a good, crisp photograph of the Wautec area documenting little if any 
change from the 2005 photograph. 
 

• 2010- In this photograph there are areas of forest clearing around several 
structures that were barely visible in the 2009 photograph. Roads are also more 
clearly visible, however the general area of Wautec and vicinity seems unchanged 
from earlier photographs.  
 

• 2012- This photograph is out of focus but details are visible. Wautec appears 
unchanged from earlier photographs.  
 

4.4.2 Other Historic Photographs 
The California Department of Transportation and the Department of Forestry and Fire 
Protection has provided to the Tribe several sets of historic aerial photographs of the 
countryside of both Humboldt and Del Norte Counties that were taken to document 
both the conditions of the State roads systems and the forests. These were reviewed 
and one photograph form the 1965 collection was found showing the general area of 
the Subject Property. It was taken from a higher altitude than most of the EDR 
photographs discussed above and shows the relationship of Wautec to the 
surrounding area, but little individual details of the Community. Visible in the lower right 
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is Pecwan Creek and the bridge over it for 169 access. Also visible for the first time is 
the structure of Jack Norton Elementary School. These can be found in Appendix H. 
 

4.4.3 Historic Topographic Maps 
The following topographic maps are included in Appendix E. 
 
• 1945- This map shows Highway 169 traveling along the east bank of the Klamath 

River and ending at a cluster of four structures and a cemetery marked Johnsons. 
There is a cluster of structures across the river and also to south-east along the 
highway at Pecwan. No other development is notated. 
 

• 1952- There is an increase in development along the eastern side of the Klamath 
River in this map from the 1945 map. The structures have increased from four at 
the end of the road, Johnsons to twelve. This trend is also seen at Pecwan and the 
outlet of Knulthkarn Creeks. There are fewer structures across the Klamath River 
to the west and they are set further back from the river by this time. 
 

• 1982-83- In this map there are more clearly defined roads in Johnsons and an 
unpaved road leading beyond the end of the road, Highway 169. There continues 
to be a slight increase in structures in Johnsons and Jack Norton School is clearly 
marked and labeled. The homes south of Knulthkarn Creek are now marked as the 
community of Surgone, currently known by the traditional name of Sregon. The 
general area remains unchanged from earlier maps and appears undeveloped. 
 

• 1997- This map appears to be identical to the 82-83 map with the exception of a 
proposed corridor for Klamath Wild and Scenic River designation. 
 

• 2012- In this map all symbols for structures have been removed and Highway 169 
is now identified. The topography and surrounding are remains unchanged from 
earlier maps. 
 

4.4.4 Historic City Directories 
Historic city directory data was not available with coverage of Wautec. Documentation 
of this is available in Appendix F. 
 
The nearest connections are approximately 20 miles upriver, toward Weitchpec. This 
is probably the result of the community not receiving phone or electrical services until 
very recently, within the last few years of this report, 2016. Electrical poles and lines 
are still in the process of being installed.  
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4.4.5 Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps 
Historic Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps were not available with coverage for the Subject 
Property. Documentation is included in Appendix G. 

 
4.5 Historical Use Information on Adjoining Properties 

The Subject Property and surrounding area has been since time immemorial the territory of 
the Yurok Tribe who continues to utilize its resources and to live on the adjoining properties, 
particularly to the west toward the Klamath River where multiple assignments have been 
granted to Tribal Members for their residences. During the historic era of 1860 to 2000, it 
was predominantly privately owned and managed as industrial forest lands to provide 
commercial timber products including the practices of clear cutting, replanting to Douglas 
Fir, and repeated seasonal spraying of herbicides. 
 

4.6 Data Failure  
The Humboldt County Recorder’s Office property records for the Subject Property date back 
to 1980 and have no conveyance of title transfer for the subject property, only that the 
United States of America acquired title to the property prior to 1980. Any historical use prior 
to 1980 and not associated with the USA title is unavailable for review. In addition, historical 
records tracking the development of the Subject Property date back to 1945 topographic 
map. The available historical data fails to identify the historical uses of the property prior to 
that time. This creates a data gap between the ASTM standard review year of 1940 and first 
record in 1945. 
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5.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE 
 

5.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions 
The Subject Property was inspected by Suzanne Fluharty and Richard Myers II of the Yurok 
Tribe Environmental Program on September 1, 2016.   Photographs from the Site inspection 
are included in Appendix H. 
 
Limiting Conditions—There were no limitations imposed by physical obstructions such as 
adjacent buildings, bodies of water, asphalt, or other paved areas, and other physical 
constraints (for example, snow, rain) EXCEPT FOR the heavy understory of brush, forbs, 
and vines. 
 

5.2 General Site Settings 
The Subject Property is located on a lightly sloping bench of land above the Klamath River 
in largely undeveloped forest except along the Klamath River front and both sides of 
Highway 169 that is a rural residential zone.  
 

5.3 Exterior Setting 
The tribal community of Wautec consists of approximately 18 to 21 homes of various ages 
and types. Some of the homes have nearby travel trailers that are difficult to discern if they 
are currently or permanently occupied or if they are being stored at the residences. There 
are a few historic structures with wood siding including two churches and several homes. In 
addition there are multiple mobile home trailers that the general consensus holds were 
brought into the area in the 1960’s or there about. To round out the community there are 
also several newer homes frame homes generally considered to be in a ‘Rambler’ style of 
architecture.  
 
There is a public water system for the community which draws from Achelth Creek that 
borders the Property to the north. A treatment plant, pressure reduction tower, and 
associated water storage tank are on the Property. One home has a visible solar panel 
mounted on a pole but in general there are no electrical or telephone lines servicing the 
community.  
 
There are several small construction debris piles, one with what appears to be discarded 
asbestos type shingles. Other possible contaminant sources include what may be 
individuals’ automobile ‘fix-it’ repair areas with various auto parts, oil pans, etc.  
 

5.4 Interior Observations 
No interiors were inspected as the buildings are generally private residences of Tribal 
Members and YTEP staff have no authority to enter. 
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6.0 INTERVIEWS 
 

6.1 Interviews with Owner and Site Manager 
The Subject Property is owned by the Yurok Tribe and the Yurok Tribal Council manages 
the property through its staff. The primary manager of the Tribal Assignments would be the 
Yurok Real Estate Office who oversees the property. The office was contacted and 
Samantha Myers was interviewed. A summary of the interview is included below in 6.3 
Interviews with Local Government Officials. 
 

6.2 Interviews with Occupants 
One of the residences on the parcel is occupied by Julia Snyder who agreed and was 
interviewed on October 11, 2016. She is a Tribal Member whose family has lived in the 
Wautec area for generations. Ms. Snyder explained that the main use of the Subject 
Property and surrounding area has been for homes, their cemetery, cultural sites and forest. 
She stated that she had two concerns regarding potential environmental contamination. First 
was that in her opinion there was something ‘wrong’ with their drinking water as it didn’t 
taste ‘right’ and second that was a worry about pollution from a squatter’s camp along the 
river bar, below the community. Then this lead into a discussion of illegal dumping of 
household trash and the abandoned trailers in the area. In particular she thought the trailers 
were dangerous and as to the illegal dumping, she was unaware of what it was comprised of 
but thought it was just trash. She had no other concerns regarding the Subject Property. 
Notes from the interview were recorded on the YTEP community Concern Questionnaire 
and a copy is provided in Appendix B. 
 
 No other occupant interviews were held. 
 

6.3 Interviews with Local Government Officials 
Samantha Myers works under the Planning Department as a Reality Assistant in the office 
who manages the Subject Property for the Tribe under the auspices of the Tribal Council 
and the Bureau of Indian Affairs. One of her primary tasks is to assist Tribal Members with 
preparation and submission of land assignment applications. In addition, the office also 
maintains evaluations, assessments, studies, statements for Environmental Quality and 
Archeological Resource Services for National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), National 
Historical Preservation Act (NHPA), Clear Air Act (CAA), Clean Water Act (CWA), 
Endangered Species Act (ESA), and the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RERA). 
 
Ms. Myers was interviewed over the phone on October 20, 2016 and notes were recorded 
on the YTEP Environmental Questionnaire, available in Appendix B. She knew of no 
environmental documents or records for the Subject Property and explained that the 
Property had always been trust land for the Tribe but before the Tribe took over jurisdiction, 
all prior land-use permits were managed through the Bureau of Indian Affairs. The current 
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use of the Property is primarily as assignments for Tribal Members’ residences. She knew of 
no other plans for the Property. In the performance of her duties she felt that she had 
extensive knowledge of the property as she not only managed the paperwork but was, “out 
and around on the hills to review all assignment applications”. She knew of no land use 
restrictions for the Property other than a few cultural sites that are unavailable for 
development.  
 
Her environmental concerns were general in nature about abandoned trailers and vehicles 
around the community that appear to be leaking oil. She mentioned that there were currently 
two assignments with complaints against the occupants for hoarding and excessive trash 
accumulation. One was in the Wautec community and another in Old Village of Weitchpec. 
She stated that despite a clean-up of the trash in Wautec by YTEP’s Pollution Prevention 
Division, the Tribal Council had passed an Action Item that the responsible individual had to 
further clean-up their assignment site. Other than these items, she knew of no other 
contamination related to the Property.  
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7.0 FINDINGS  
 
The assessment has identified the following environmental findings in connection with the 
Subject Property: 
 
• Current use of the Subject Property as rural residential property. 
• Secondary use of remote areas of the Subject Property as forest lands. 
• Former illegal dumping and burning of household waste including possible hazardous 

materials and/ or petroleum and petroleum products. 
• Multiple abandoned trailers exist in various degrees of debilitation and potential 

structural collapse. 
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8.0 OPINION 
 
8.1 Recognized Environmental Concerns and Historic Recognized Environmental Concerns: 

Based on information obtained from this investigation, it is my opinion that the findings of 
our investigation listed in 7.0 would likely not rise to the level of regulatory enforcement 
and for this reason these conditions should not be considered Recognized 
Environmental Concerns (RECs):  
 
Although there has been widespread illegal dumping and burning of household trash and 
debris, in multiple areas of the Subject Property, there are no current visual obvious 
releases or threat of release from these areas and any associated contaminants would 
be considered de minimis. 

 

8.2 Opinion Regarding Additional Appropriate Investigation: 

Based on the RECs outlined in section 8.1 and the absence of the presence or likely 
presence of contamination at the Subject Property, it is the opinion of this environmental 
professional that no addition appropriate investigations be conducted.   

 

Qualifications of the environmental professionals that prepared this report are included in 
Appendix H. 
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9.0 CONCLUSIONS 

We have performed a Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope 
and limitations of ASTM E 1527-13 at the Subject Property, the community of Wautec, (APN), 
near Weitchpec, California.
